· Parents and Carers Questionnaire (Key Stage 1 – 4) School and Community (updated March 2010)
The ABA has recently updated these questionnaires about bullying which are free to use in your school or community.  

It is important for schools and other service providers to consult with children and young people, and their parents and carers about bullying.  Questionnaires are one way of finding out whether bullying, or particular types of bullying are a concern for children and young people and can help inform anti-bullying policies and action plans.  
This also provides evidence to Ofsted that the school is taking active steps to consult with children and young people about how safe they feel from bullying.

We would recommend that you take the following steps before distributing the questionnaire to children and young people:
1) Make sure you carefully read the questionnaire and share with other members of your team. It may be that certain questions are not appropriate for your school or service provision, or that you would like to use some of the questions to design your own questionnaire.

2) Make sure that children and young people taking part understand the definition of bullying and the different types of bullying named in the questionnaire.  The Anti-bullying Alliance website www.anti-bullyingalliance.org.uk and DCSF Safe to Learn suite of guidance www.teachernet.gov.uk can provide further information.
3) Make it clear to children and young people, parents and carers, why you are distributing the questionnaires. Explain what action you will take following the questionnaire and how it fits into a wider commitment to keep children and young people safe from bullying.
4) Consider whether you want to obtain parental consent before distributing the questionnaire to children and young people.

5) Consider whether there are other ways that you could consult with children and young people about their experiences of bullying.
