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ABA AUDIT QUESTIONNAIRES

CHILDREN’S QUESTIONNAIRE (KEY STAGE 2)

The ABA has recently updated this questionnaire for KS2 age children about bullying. This is free to use in your school or organisation.
It is important for schools and other service providers to consult with children about bullying.  Questionnaires are one way of finding out whether bullying, or particular types of bullying, are a concern for children and can improve the prevention of bullying and the response to bullying.  

Use of this questionnaire also provides evidence for Ofsted that the school is taking active steps to consult with children about how safe they feel from bullying.

We would recommend that you take the following steps before distributing the questionnaire to children:

1) Make sure you read the questionnaire carefully and share it with other members of your team. It may be that certain questions are not appropriate for your school or organisation, or you may choose to use some of the questions as the basis for your own questionnaire. Question 3 may be difficult for younger children and you may wish to remove this if you are asking Years 3 and 4 to complete the questionnaire.
2) Make sure that children taking part understand the definition of bullying and the different types of bullying named in the questionnaire. You may wish to do this as part of SEAL or PSHE lessons. The Anti-bullying Alliance website www.anti-bullyingalliance.org.uk can provide further information and ideas.
3) For the younger age group, you may wish to consider running this over more than one session – one about bullying in school and one for bullying in the wider community.
4) Make it clear to children why you are distributing the questionnaires. Explain what action you will take following the questionnaire and how it fits into a wider commitment to keep children safe from bullying.

5) Consider whether you want to obtain parental consent before distributing the questionnaire to children.

6) Consider whether there are other ways that you could consult with children about their experiences of bullying and best ways to tackle bullying – for example you could organise pupil led focus groups or workshops.
