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	1. Title:  Continuing Professional Development (CPD) in Schools


	2. Area (Local Authority and Region):  Derbyshire County Council/East Midlands ABA



	3. What was the issue? In order to meet Derbyshire’s Anti-Bullying Commitment Quality Assurance Scheme (ABC scheme) awards, schools must demonstrate that all staff have received professional development in anti-bullying work.



	4. What action was taken

Derbyshire County Council offers a high quality annual conference to schools, with the objective of providing delegates with a number a approaches to both prevent and deal with bullying.  At the 2008 conference the keynote session was on the ABC Scheme Midday Supervisor Award, which is a variant of the existing scheme and provides a means by which Midday supervisors can review their practice and receive accreditation for their work.

The Anti-Bullying Manager provides introductory anti-bullying sessions to schools on request, including training of Midday Supervisors and of whole school staff.  The Manager also provides training at other conferences and events e.g. LSCB conference.

	5. What impact has this had (so far)? 

Since the launch of the ABC Midday Supervisor Award, demand has been high, with many schools viewing the award as a means of recognising the extremely important contribution that these staff make to the life of the school.  Through offering training to schools the Anti-Bullying Manager ensures that the schools continue to move forward to achieve ABC awards (40+ schools have recently achieved awards in the last round of accreditations) and that staff develop anti-bullying practice and procedures in line with the LA strategy. 



	6. How did the above action help to embed anti-bullying work in your area? 

By keeping anti-bullying a live and important issue for schools and by ensuring that as many staff as possible have access to high quality training in anti-bullying.
