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	1. Title:  Local  Authority  Anti-bullying  Service



	2. Area (Local Authority and Region):North  Lincolnshire, Yorkshire  and  Humberside  Region



	3. What was the issue? 

In recognition  of  DCSF Safe  to  Learn  Anti-bullying  Guidance  the  authority  set  up  the  service  with  a  part  time  post  responsible  to  the  SEN   manager.  Bullying  issues  were  impeding  learning  and  schools  wanted  specific  support,  advice  and  training.  Headteachers  strongly  supported  the  appointment.

	4. What action was taken? 

Experienced  teacher  and  counsellor  appointed  to  deliver  training  regarding  bullying  (No  Blame  Approach),  writing  policies,  advising  schools  and  bought  in  counselling  sessions. The  post  holder  retired  and  the  post  became  part  of  educational  psychology.  Experienced  teacher,  community  worker  and  counsellor  appointed  and , with  funding  from  the  Children`s  Fund , the  post  was  full  time. The  brief  was  widened  to  take  a  more  strategic  approach  and  to  work  in  partnership  with  all  other  services  who  have  contact  with  children. Working  closely  with  the  ABA`s  Regional Adviser training  was  delivered  to  meet  identified  needs,  conferences  were  held  and  consultation  with  parents  and  children  took  place. The  anti –bullying  service  is  now  under  the  Head  of  IYSS  as  a  commissioned  part-time  service  that  reflects  the  authority`s  view  that  “Bullying  is  everybody`s  business.”         

	5. What impact has this had (so far)? 

YABC(youth  anti-bullying  council)  run  for  young  people  by  young  people-weekly  meetings  and  drop  in. All  technology  contacts  including  own  website. Raise  awareness  and  offer  support  and  training.

Parents`  Anti-bullying  group.  As  above.  Both  have  contributed  to reducing  fear  of  bullying.  Measured  bi-annually  on  ALPS  survey.

One  central  telephone  number  for  advice( Children`s  Information  Service). Serious  concerns  passed  on  to  consultant.

Several  awareness  raising  and  consultation  events.

Data  collected  from  various  sources  including  schools  to  establish  base  lines.

Good  media  coverage  including  articles  written  by  young  people  or  interviews.

LA  has  knowledge  of  bullying  trends.

Pilot  of  a  police  officer  based  in  a  large  secondary  school .

Strategy  written  by  all  partners  including  children  and  parents.

Safe  from  Bullying  for  CiC  written  and  revised  (Priority  group)

Safe  from  Bullying  for  LDD  children-Action  Plan(Priority  group)

Esafety  strategy  including  guidance  on  Cyberbullying  written.

Developed  training  and  workshops  to  tackle  girl  gang  bullying(multi-agency).

Barton  Project  with  focus  on  bullying  shows  significant  reduction  in  anti-social  behaviour  involving  young  people.

Many  schools  holding  specific  events  or  co-operating  on  projects.

Good  practice  showcases  held  in  schools.

All  secondary  schools  will  have  trained  peer  mentors  by  September  09  and  60%  of  primaries  Buddies  or  Playground  Pals.  

	6. How did the above action help to embed anti-bullying work in your area? 
All  schools  and  children`s  services  have  named  anti-bullying  co-ordinators  so  information  can  be  disseminated  and  training  provided.

Excellent  attendance  at  forums,  conferences  and  training  where  networking  has  fostered  more  joint  working.  Individuals  see  bullying  as  their  business  and  try  to  resolve  matters  rather  than  rely  on  a  “specialist”  but  in  serious  cases  the  anti-bullying  service  becomes  involved.

Lots  of  great  initiatives  going  on  and  multi-agency  working.  Bullying  reports  not  seen  as  a  failure  but  as  a  challenge  to  tackle  in  partnership.
