The young people in the North West Young ABA group were concerned that bullying of children with disabilities and special needs does not receive as high a profile as that of racist and homophobic bullying, so they wanted the conference to focus on this area and highlight it to other young people across the region.

A conference was organised and run by young people using part of the theme for Anti Bullying Week 2008 (eg. Bullying of Children with Disabilities and Special Needs).

It was amazing seeing the young people deliver speeches via Powerpoint presentations, lead energisers, and workshops. Apart from a MENCAP workshop, everything was led by the group.

As a result of the conference, the young people in the group were nominated for a Diana Award which they successfully achieved.
