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	1. Title:  Youth consultation on LA strategy



	2. Area (Local Authority and Region): Peterborough



	3. What was the issue? [100 words max]

Members of the local authority who had been responsible for the writing of the strategy were very pleased with the resulting document but were aware that the language and tone of message was quite technical. It was agreed that in order to develop children and young people’s understanding of the BRAVE (bold, resilient, assured, valued and empowered) anti- bullying strategy, an alternative version was required. A decision was made to invite schools to take part in a competition to devise a leaflet for children and young people based on the local authority document.



	4. What action was taken? [100 words max]

Letters were sent to schools inviting school council members to devise and produce BRAVE key messages for children and young people. Entries were to be received prior to Anti-Bullying week to enable the entries to be displayed and judged during the week.

Conversations were held with council members to engage official staff in the judging of the competition.

Although the number of entries was lower than anticipated, the quality was very high and all adults involved were most impressed with the attempts the children and young people had made to interpret the LA messages and translate into more pupil friendly language.

All entries were displayed at the Town Hall during Anti-Bullying week and the competition was judged at the end of the week. Judges included city council officials and members of the youth forum. They carried out the difficult task conscientiously, using guidance on the attached leaflet to support judgements.



	5. What impact has this had (so far)? [100 words max]

Unfortunately, due to protocols around publishing, the final documents took longer than anticipate to reproduce. Distribution to schools via a young person’s event has therefore been delayed. However, the very fact that children and young people entered the competition means that the LA messages about bullying have reached a wider audience. 

When the launch event takes place, it is anticipated that it will include representation by children from all schools who will take part in a range of activities to promote anti-bullying messages, deepening their understanding of and the impact of bullying behaviour. 



	6. How did the above action help to embed anti-bullying work in your area? 
All schools will be supported in securing a whole school approach to bullying that involves effective intervention and prevention.
